That’s one thing Greg Zimmer-
man hopes to do with the food ministry. 

“It’s a great way to reach out to those in need; give them food, a 
nutritional background, and most importantly, knowledge of God.”  
He stated.  He already has experience in this area, working with the 
Spanish of the community and reaching out to them. 

 It was the church, Dover Church of Christ in particular, that lead 
Greg to Dover.  He had heard of the strong leadership of the elders 
and wanted to work with them.  He committed his life to Christ  when 
he was around 18, when his oldest sister brought a Christian friend 
home and he listened to them talk. 

“I have a Catholic background, so a lot of the things she was say-
ing were new to me,” he said.  “But I was seeking truth and I found it. 
You just never know who’s listening.” 

Greg was born in Baltimore, MD on Apr. 27.  His educational 
background includes being home schooled and attending Roanoke 
Bible College in North Carolina.
